People are shouting out for Mumia’s freedom at a moment when he seeks a new trial and there is yet another attempt to take his life with impunity. 

From Cuicuilco, Mexico, we send sounds, music, and words of support to our brother Mumia Abu-Jamal. Thanks to people like him, we’re able to take a deep breath of dignity and deepen our desire for true justice. As we look at reality through his work, the shadow of the lie gets smaller and smaller. 
In addition to the music and art dedicated to him in today’s event, there was leafleting, and petitions were signed demanding his release or, at the very least, a new, fair trial.
